	4.5.1
NSR Board

Alan Forsyth and Jonathan Bemrose had met with David 
Fairbrother in Leeds on the 27th September 2016 to discuss 
a review of the current Agreement between SCQS and 
NSRM.  NSRM proposed that SCQS should now receive an 
annual royalty of £13,800 paid on a monthly basis 
irrespective of whether NSRM made a profit or not.  Alan 
Forsyth advised that he had checked the terms of the 
Agreement prior to 2010 and the total sum paid to the Co-
authors was £20,000.  The current Agreement included a 
sum of £20k to SCQS dependent on the value of the sales 
figures which had been signed after the CF went into 
liquidation and their Co-authors share purchased by NSRM.  
SCQS are not able to fulfil their Co-authors obligations 
included in the current Agreement.  After discussion Council 
agreed to accept the new proposal from NSRM which 
would run for 3 years from January 2017, Alan Forsyth to 
advise NSRM accordingly.  NSRM also agreed to pay a 
lump sum of £12,000 for 2015.  David Fairbrother 
undertook to produce a New Revised Agreement which will 
require to be approved by Council.
